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Internet Lesson Plan Project
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Assignment: Design a lesson where students are directed to five internet sites, at least one of which must involve a search engine like Google. All five sites should relate to the same topic. Be creative in what you have students do at each site, rather than just have them look up and copy down facts. Also aim for real-world activities rather than limit the lesson to academic exercises. Answer the questions below and then identify your five sites and what students are to do at each one on the back of this sheet. We will visit those sites by opening up this instructional sheet in the Discussion Board and clicking on your URLs. It is critical, therefore, that your links work, so try them out yourself. 

After uploading these instructions into the Portal, also publish them to the Discussion Board and comment on any three other Internet projects by Wednesday, April 23. Please observe our normal naming practices, which means both last names and then Internet Project.

You do not need to print out the evaluation rubric, or put that rubric into the Portal or onto the professoryates.com blog. I will give you your evaluation on April 23.

Overall scope of the project:

The students will make a beach packet for a beach that they would like to visit.
Grade level for whom it is intended:

3rd Grade.

After completing this project, students will be able to do the following: 
They will gain experience using an online map to find distance, practice sticking to a budget, learn about beach pollution and ways they can help prevent it, and design a sandcastle online. 
Use the following model:

 URL: www.weather.com
What students will find there: Information about current weather around the world, as well as weather history and meteorological terminology 

Student Assignment: Click on Vacation Planner on the home page, follow Option 1 by entering a high temperature range, a month and a location followed by clicking on Find! On the next screen, choose a location and write a list of at least five things you might be able to do at that location if you visited there on vacation.

Site 1 URL: http://www.google.com
What student will find: A search engine to everything!
Student assignment: Go to google’s website and from there, hit images. They would type in the name of a beach that they would like to visit. They would then find a picture of their beach and print it out, as a full page. This would become the cover for their packet.
Site 2 URL: http://www.mapquest.com
What student will find: Access to maps and directions.
Student assignment: Go to mapquest’s website and hit the blue directions button. For the starting location, students will enter their home address. Under the Ending Location, students will enter the name of the beach they wish to visit and its city and state. 
They will find the distance and the approximate time that it takes to get there.
Site 3 URL: http://netgrocer.com/
What student will find: A website that you can order groceries online, that lists prices.
Student assignment: Students will find food items and other things that they feel they would need to bring to the beach. They would have a budget of $30 to spend, and make a list of everything along with the price, and then add the total. If they went over the $30, they would need to remove some items, or find cheaper products.
Site 4 URL: http://www.epa.gov/beaches/kids/pollution.html
What student will find: A kids guide to beach pollution, as well as other fun links and games, and beach safety information.
Student assignment: Students will read the information about beach pollution. They will then make a list of 3 things they can do to help control

beach pollution.  It is very important that we preserve our beaches;

if we let them go, we will not be able to enjoy them!
Site 5 URL: http://www.resort-guide.co.uk/castle/castle.html
What student will find: A website that allows the students to build an online sandcastle.
Student assignment: The students will imagine that they will be partaking in a sand castle compition on the beach. They will make a sandcastle at this website and print it out as a part of their packet. In class they will have a contest on who has the best sandcastle.
