Assignment: Design a lesson where students are directed to five internet sites, at least one of which must involve a search engine like Google. All five sites should relate to the same topic. Overall scope of the project:

Learning about hurricanes through internet activities and by self directed learning.
Grade level for whom it is intended:

5th 
After completing this project, students will be able to do the following: 
Students will be able to recall how a hurricane forms, the dangers from a hurricane, how to get prepared, know latitude and longitude, and how to track a hurricane.
